UNDER THE STATE OF EMERGENCY PROCLAMATION
ENACTED TO COUNTER AND CONTROL THE SPREAD

WHEREAS, Article 93 (4) (a) of the Constitution of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia and Article 4(1) of State of Emergency Proclamation
No0.3/2020 Enacted to Counter and Control the Spread of COVID-19, provide
that the Council of Ministers shall stipulate through Regulation details of the
suspension of rights and measures to be taken to counter and mitigate the

humanitarian, social, economlc: and p011t1cal damages that could be caused by

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to take additional measures that help
mitigate the economic damage that could be caused by COVID-19;

NOW, THEREFORE, this Regulation is issued by the Council of Ministers
pursuant to Article 4(1) of Proclamation No.3/2010.

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as “ State of Emergency Proclamation No.
3/2020 Implementation Council of Ministers Regulation No. /12020”

2. Definitions

For purposes of this Regulation:

1)  “ Pension Contribution” means the pension contribution made by the
private organization and the employee as provided under Article 10
of the Private Organization Employees’ Pension Proclamation No.

715/2011;
2) “ Agency “ means the Private Organizations’ Employees Social
Security Agency;

3)  “Proclamation” means the Private Organization Employees’ Pension
Proclamation No. 715/2011 (as amended);

4)  “ Ministry” means the Ministry of Finance.

Waiver of Penalty and Interest

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 11 of the Proclamation,
Private Organizations who have not paid their Pension Contribution
payable from July 8,2014 up to March 31/2020, if they pay such
contribution to the Fund within 30 days from the date of issuance of
this Regulation the penalty and interest accrued on such arrear shall
be waived.

A Private Organization audited by the Agency or by an organ
authorized by the Agency and served with a notice about its pension
contribution liability prior to ths issuance of this Regulation may
benefit frgm the provisions ofsubzArticle 1 of thisﬁrﬁcle.

A Private Organization shall be liable to pay the penalty and interest
imposed under Article 11 of the Proclamation if it fails to pay the
Pension Contribution within the six month period provided herein.

Property Seized due to Pension Contribution Debt

If a Private Organization whose property is seized due to Pension
Contribution liability pays such Pension Contribution in accordance
with Article 3 of this Regulation the property seized shall be returned
to the owner.

The property seized shall only be returned as stipulated under sub-
Article 1 of this Article provided that the private organization is a
going-concern and the property is not transferred to third parties.

Fees and Charges

The Ministry of Finance is hereby empowered to exempt fees and charges
payable on goods and services provided by public bodies in connection
with activities related to the prevention and control of COVID 19
pandemic.

6. Extension of Time Period

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 10(3) of Export Duty Incentive

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7. Power to Issue Directives

The Agency is hereby empowered to issue directives for the proper
implementation of this Regulation.

8. Effective Date

This Regulation shall be effective from 6" day of June 2020, the day it has
been adopted by the Council of Ministers, through out the period the State
of Emergency Proclamation remains in force.
